AN ALTERNATIVE PLACEMENT OF THE LEFT OR RIGHT CORNER TOP
BLOCK IS TO PUT A RIGHT CORNER TOP BLOCK ON THE LEFT END OF THE
WALL (AND VISA VERSA), USING THE 24" LONG TEXTURED END OF THE
BLOCK IN THE FACE OF THE WALL AND USING THE 48" LENGTH OF
TEXTURE PERPENDICULAR TO THE FACE OF THE WALL AND RUNNING
BACK INTO GRADE. THIS ALLOWS A MORE GRADUAL SLOPE AT THE TOP
OF THE WALL AND IT ELIMINATES THE NEED FOR A SHIM. IT DOES
REQUIRE A SMALL CUT ON THE TONGUE OF THE BLOCK BENEATH THE

CORNER TOP BLOCK.
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** NOTE: APPROXIMATLEY 7" OF THE TONGUE OF THE FULL
BLOCK DIRECTLY BENEATH THE CORNER TOP BLOCK MUST BE
CUT OFF. HOWEVER, NO SHIM IS REQUIRED (AS IS THE CASE
IN THE STANDARD PLACEMENT OF A CORNER TOP BLOCK).
